Earth day is just around the corner. As fiber artists, 
whether you spin, weave, crochet, knit, rug hook, etc. 
you are doing your part by recycling and reusing wool 
from fiber animals and/or plants. Newspapers and plas-
tics can be knitted, crocheted or woven into tote bags, 
rugs and even vests for fun. 

Felt artists have bought second hand sweaters for the 
purpose of felting them. It can be done by washing and 
agitating and then cut and sewn into vests, knitting 
bags, toy animals, dolls and even wall hangings! 

There are also ways to use discarded wool (second/third 
cuts or damaged). Place this wool around plants to hold 

water longer. You can also use wool for insulating a part 
of the house where cold or hot air leaks in. Clean wool 
scraps can also be used as pillow stuffing, quilt battings, 
and creating soft toy dolls.
