From the president’s desk...
Congratulations Karen Sadow the recipient of the ADWSG Education Grant!  Karen 
joined our Guild in January and will be learning to weave.  
She is currently a spinner and owner of an on line yarn and 
fiber store.

Your Board met following the March meeting.   The cost of 
printing and mailing our Guild newsletter has raised to over 
a dollar a copy.  While that isn’t much, 45 of our members 
receive 11 copies per year bringing the total expenditure to 
over $495.  We ask those members who receive their MOA 
through the mail to receive it on line if possible.  If you 
will be able to receive your MOA on line please contact Helene Charles the editor at 
Hcdesertlady2@gmail.com to be added to the email list and removed from the postal 
delivery.

The Board also voted to raise the membership dues for the first time in many years to 
$20 for individuals and $25 for family membership starting June 1st of 2011.  If you 
pay your dues by the end of May they will still be $18.  The vote was economic in part 
as well as a convenience for the Treasurer by making the amount an even dollar figure.
We will be converting the Guilds VCR tapes to DVD’s. When completed they will be 
available for checkout in the Library.

The Guild would like to thank the family of Marg Millsap for the generous donation.  
Several items were in the raffle this month and more will be seen in the future.  The 
Board has decided to keep part of the equipment for guild use.  This will be added to 
our rental equipment in the near future.  (A list of the Guild’s Rental Equipment is 
available on line or from a Board member.)

The Guild will have a special program honoring our Life Time Members at the April 
meeting, April 2.

I am writing to confirm that Sally Hall and I have invited 
an international felting teacher to Arizona this summer to 
teach two;  three day workshops.  I’m writing to a group of 
you who I know are either beaders, felters, or skilled hand 
workers and may have an interest in joining us.  Martien 
van Zuilen from Australia is the person who is coming.  
She will teach an in-depth felted jewelry class and a class 
in making felted mandalas.  Each class will cost $275.00 
which will include materials.  The dates for the classes are:
 
Saturday, Sunday and Monday June 25,26, 26 - FELTED 
JEWELRY CLASS
Wednesday, Thursday and Friday June 29,30 July 1 -FELT-
ED MANDALA CLASS (this will include use of making 
pre-felts to design your pattern)
 
The classes will be held in Tucson at Sally Hall’s air condi-
tioned fiber arts studio.  She lives in NE Tucson.  Within 3 
blocks of her home are good hotels and interesting res-
taurants.  Hotels will be inexpensive this time of year, you 
should be able to find good housing for $50.00 a night or 
less, perhaps we can connect you with others to share a 
room.  We will give you specifics on hotels, etc with regis-
tration materials.
 
We already have about 50% enrollment to meet our mini-
mum enrollment goals.  A maximum of 12 students could 
attend each class. Please let me know very soon if you are 

interested or have other questions.  And Please take a min-
ute to spread the word with friends or groups of people you 
are in contact with, who may be interested. 
  
We are asking for a $50.00 deposit to hold your place for 
each class, if by May 25th, we do not have the minimum 
reservations, we will cancel the workshops and refund your 
deposit.
