4-end Blockweaves + Summer and Winter
4-end blockweave (taquete), is an extremely versatile 
structure for rug weaving. Offering many of the design 
possibilities that are achievable in 3- end blockweave, it is 
none the less visually very different. The threading allows 
for plain weave and this means we can explore summer 
and winter in this class, opening up a whole new range of 
design options. Shaft switching in relation to this weave 
structure will be fully explained.

Twining at the beginning and end of the rug, darning 
in of the loose ends, use of the temple and many other 
invaluable tips for successful rug weaving. The workshop 
concludes with a look at rug finishes; a few of the many 

finishes will be demonstrated.

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This Month’s Program: 
“Laptops & Looms”

Computer Weave design is one of the more recent additions to our weaving tools arsenal. And it is not just for weavers 
with multishaft or computer assisted looms--computer design is appropriate for 4-shaft looms as well as looms with 
many more shafts.

Come and find out what all the excitement is about!

In Laptops & Looms the latest weave design programs are demonstrated. Programs that allow us to design our own 
weaves--weaves that we previously could perhaps only imagine.

This presentation covers new trends in designing, challenges some of our traditional weaving concepts and vocabulary, 
and provides a way to free ourselves from recipes.

Among the topics and structures demonstrated are:  network and parallel threadings, double weave, tied weaves, taquete, 
and turned taquete.

Time permitting, designing liftplans, suitable for table and dobby driven looms, using Adobe Photoshop or Adobe 
Photoshop Elements is also included.

Bio:
Margaret’s hometown of Bradford, Yorkshire, the center of the UK wool and worsted industries, gave her early exposure 
to weaving. She has received national awards in knit design and weaving. The teaching of spinning, dyeing, weaving, and 
related topics for guilds and at conferences, led to a focus on computers and structure. Margaret has completed college 
studies in graphic design with concentrations in web design and digital approaches to weave design. Margaret is author 

of Fit 2 Be Tied - a Digital Approach, and it currently working on its sequel: 2 Be Tied or Not 2 Be Tied.
