It is the main event from the Arizona
Federation of Weavers and Spinners Guilds and an
opportunity for you to learn from some great nationally
known teachers and get to know other fiber artists from
around AZ. You can choose from 28 different workshops,
and your registration fee includes the workshop, the
opening reception on Thursday, and lunch and dinner

on both Friday and Saturday (banquet). This year, the
conference is being held in Phoenix at the InnPlace

at Metrocenter near Dunlap and I-17 Black Canyon
Freeway. If you stay at the conference hotel, breakfast is
included in your room charge.

“writing teams and outstanding people in the mystery-publishing industry”. This is the most recent of
many awards Including the Bouchercon Conference’s Lifetime Achievement Award.
