Paper Weaving Workshop
Paper a new weaving material?

Paper as weaving material is not really new under the sun, but it 
seems to have a revival. From Japan to Europe, paper has always 
been a material that has been used as weaving material. Fasci-
nating textures and intriguing patterns are possible with paper. 
From the Japanese type of paper to the Finnish type of paper. Or 
even handmade paper made by you with tissue paper, brown bag 
type paper and more. There are a lot of possibilities. With paper 
you get new fresh ideas for interior or apparel. Modern color combinations, new uses of patterns (with paper 
they act sometimes very unusual and surprisingly). Once you start to look, the ideas will literally come from all 
sides.

Participants will be shown how to use paper 
in weft and warp. They can weave an inter-
esting new fabric on their loom, whether it 
has 4 or 24 shafts, some may even be done 
on rigid heddle looms. Get a taste of ideas 
for decoration or for functional items. Also 
some hands-on to produce your own paper 
yarn out of tissue paper and other types of 
paper. (Some sideways in knitting could be 
covered too). Also how to take care of the 

different type of papers and what kind of finish with which paper will be discussed. Samples show all kinds of 
types of paper weaving. There will also be tips and hints how to handle paper yarn, which is sometimes a little 
different then the usual weaving materials. 

The production of the different type of paper yarn and how they act when we are weaving it will be covered.

About the Artist ~

I began weaving in the eighties in my native Switzerland. I passed several fiber related education and classes 
since “Diplommittelschule” (equivalent to a College) and  “Schweizerische Fachschule fuer Mode und Gestal-
tung” (Fashion Institute). These classes included for example art classes in Zurich, patternmaking, embroidery 
and finally also weaving classes. I‘m always eager to learn new things and combine different techniques.
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Since about 19 years I have my own collection of 
clothes from handwoven fabrics. Two years later I also 
started (on request of the community center) with 
teaching. Since that time I have woven many yards 
of fabric mostly in natural fibres and have taught all 

kinds of weaving and 
other textile related 
classes. Among other 
places I taught (and 
am still) for the 
“Migros Klubschule” 
which is one of 
the biggest private 
schools here in Swit-
zerland. Additionally 
I run my own teach-
ing studio with about 
10 looms. Now and 
then I also teach in 
Germany or Hol-
land.  I was in charge 
of affairs for the 

“Swiss Handweavers” until 2005 and also editor for 
the Swiss Handweaving magazine until 2003. I‘m also 
the president of the association “Handwerk-Kunst” 
an organisation devoted to the organisation of shows 
and exhibition for Craft and Design. The biggest part 
of my work here, is organising the yearly show in Fall, 
with about 60 artist exhibiting in an old castle. Usually 
we have about 10,000 visitors in these four days of the 
show. When I started studying adult teaching in 2006, 
I had to leave the Swiss association due to lack of 
time. Now that I have finished the studies I‘m looking 
forward towards my own goals again.

If you can’t 
decide on just one, bring more than one!
Many of us have been knitting a twisty, curly scarf 

out of sock yarn.  Scarf Day will give us a chance 
to show off our scarves before May, when it’s too 
warm to wear them.  Let’s all get busy and finish our 
scarves—you have over a month, so no excuses!

Below are the directions for the spiral scarf contrib-
uted by Diane Wilson
 

Knitted Spiral Scarf
 
Materials needed:  Sock yarn, enough for two socks
needle size 3 or 4
 
Cast on 20 stitches
Knit 8 stitches, turn knit 8 stitches back.
Knit 6 stitches, turn knit 6 stitches back.
Knit 4 stitches, turn knit 4 stitches back.
Knit 20 stitches.
 
Continue in this pattern till desired length is reached.
You must knit 4 to 6 inches before scarf  starts to 

spiral.
 
You may vary the size of  yarn or the size of  the 

needles for a heavier or finer look.
 
Have fun.

I can pick them up at 
the January meeting from anyone who would like to 
make a donation.

You may audit 
the class or do the homework and receive college 
credit and work toward the Master Spinner Cer-
tificate.

MASTER SPINNER 
CERTIFICATE PROGRAM

The Olds College Master Spinner Certificate Pro-
gram consists of six progressive levels of classroom 
and independent study involving skill development, 
research studies and project assignments in the area 
of hand spinning of all major types of fibres, yarns 
and the end use of the spun yarns. Levels 1-4 consist 
of a five day (30 hours) workshop while Levels 5 
and 6 are seven days(42 hours) in length. Each level 
is followed by an independent home study portion 
for those students working towards certification. A 
distance learning option for experienced spinners is 
available for Levels 1&2. At all levels, students are 
evaluated on the basis of written assignments, practi-
cal projects, oral presentations and skill development.
