Felted Yurts

Dutch artist and anthropologist, Martien Van Zui-
len, poses compelling questions to the world about
fiber arts and how they inform society. How have
communities, people and families structured their
lives around the fiber resources they create from
the raw materials that exist in their environments?

Martien’s story is a far cry from your local art sup-
plies store or gallery exhibit. This adventure story
starts in Mongolia. In 1997, Martien, a native of
Holland, went on a four-month study and teaching
trip from her home in Australia to Europe, Russia
and Mongolia. All of the regions provided impor-
tant and interesting experiences, but Mongolia
stopped her in her tracks.

“In Mongolia, I
observed and par-
ticipated in the
traditional process of
telt-making. I stayed
in Yurts, and learned
firsthand about their
structure, purpose and
significance in the
harsh Central Asian
climate. It was an
affirming time in a
magic location.

I reluctantly left Mongolia, and returned to
Australia with a wealth of information, dreams
overflowing with Yurts, and the wish to share my
experiences with as many people as possible and in
ways that reflected the sense of community and the
relevance of Yurts as a familial living environment.
I wrote several articles, but writing about it just
didn’t seem enough. This is when the Australian
National Yurt Project was born.”

Martien began building a yurt. She travelled across
the country enlisting the help of felt makers who
created long felted strips (up to 26 yards long), us-
ing traditional techniques still used by Mongolian’s
nomadic populations today. Woodworker Kerry
Bryan followed authentic Mongolian design and

construction methods to construct the wooden
frame.

'The yurt project started in 1997 and was completed
in 1998. G
Martien
travelled
7,500 miles
(12,000
kilometers)
to work
with felt
makers on
its con-
struction.

During this time, her appreciation of felting’s
cultural significance deepened. In her own words,
“...art is not separate from, but central to life. My
journey to the roots of felt, and researching its
beginnings, proved pivotal to subsequent directions
in my art work and professional interests.”

'The yurt is on permanent tour; it visits schools,
community festivals and textile-related conferenc-
es. It forms ‘a meeting place at a meeting’ of people,
creativity and ideas.

Luckily for the rest of us, Martien Van Zuilen also
seems to be on permanent tour. She maintains an
ambitious teaching schedule, which will include a
trip to the US in May. If you are in or near New
England, I encourage you to attend one of her
classes at New England Felting Supply. Martien’s

life is the embodiment of “art into life.”
