versions of 

tribal clothing 
for herself 
and eventually 
wrote a book 
entitled, 
NATIVE 
AMERICAN 
FASHION:  

MODERN ADAPTATIONS 
OF TRADITIONAL WEAR.  Her book was 
published in 1981.  Shortly after that she started her 
business making and selling women’s clothing and also 
quilts.

Margaret and her husband raised two sons of whom they 

are most proud.  

Today her creative emphasis is quilting but she still makes 
some wearable art.  Her clothing is available on her 
website and through Navajo Spirit in Gallup, NM.
