I grew up in Midland, TX and Los Alamos, NM.  I moved 
to Arizona in 1972, attending ASU and graduating with 
a Bachelor of Fine Arts in Crafts focusing on textiles and 
woodworking.  I started weaving in 1974 after building 
a tapestry loom in a woodworking class.  The looms were 
finished just before spring break, and we were to come back 
to class with our first weavings.  My first weaving was made 
of Aunt Lydia’s rug yarn that I bought at the local TG & Y.  
It drew in at least five inches in the two feet of length, but I 
was hooked.
 
The next semester I took a textiles class and among other 
crafts, we were introduced to jack looms.  The instructor 
told us:  “Our next project will be weaving, but I don’t know 
anything about it.”  I checked a book out of the library and 
taught myself and then the class how to warp and weave.  
I then bought my first loom, a used 6 harness jack loom 
which is still my favorite loom.  I joined Telaraña as a char-
ter member but when I moved to Cave Creek several years 
later I dropped out. 
 
I joined ADWSG in 2002 when I moved back to Phoenix.  
In the intervening years, I wove on my own, mostly cloth-
ing and household linens.  When someone commented to 
me that the handwoven dress I was wearing looked heavy 
like a sweatshirt, I decided to try finer yarns.  Of course, 
the finer weaving yarns hadn’t been as available before that 
time.
 
My favorite projects are clothing because I like to keep 
my art close and amaze my friends and I hate to shop for 
clothing.  I also have enjoyed sewing since before I learned 
to weave.  I now have four looms:  two floor looms and two 

table looms.  I have often been told I should sell my work, 
but I find that people are not willing to pay even as much 
as I pay for the yarns, much less my time in weaving.  I am 
much happier giving my weavings as gifts or keeping them 
for my own use. 

Ruth Greenspan ~ 2011-12 - Co-VP Programs for 
the Arizona Desert Weavers and Spinners Guild  ~

1. Where were you born?  When did you come to Arizona?  
When did you join the guild?
I was born in Washington, D.C. and grew up in the Maryland 
suburbs of D.C. I moved to Phoenix in 1993. I joined the guild 
in 2009.
2. Are you primarily a spinner, weaver, knitter, other?
I am primarily a spinner, but have been spending more time 
doing triloom and rigid heddle weaving lately, and hope to get 
back into weaving on a floor loom soon.
3. When did you begin your fiber arts pursuits?  What were they?
I started crocheting as a teenager, and started spinning when I 
was in college. I’ve been weaving off and on since I was in college. 
I started knitting when I was in college, but then stopped for 
about 30 years, and only recently began again.
4. Favorite projects and why?
This is a moving target. My current favorite projects are shawls 
and scarves I’ve made on my adjustable triloom. They are favorites 
because a) they’re finished (!!); b) they were fun and quick to 
make; c) I actually use them and always get compliments when I 
wear them.
5. How many looms, spinning wheels do you own?
Three spinning wheels, one rigid heddle loom, two floor looms, 
two triangle looms
6. What were the reactions of your family or others close to you?
My family and friends have always been interested in and sup-
portive of my fiber pursuits. My husband in particular has always 
been very supportive of my fiber pursuits, and tolerant of both the 
space my looms and stash take up, and the mess I make when in 
the middle of a project. My sister has recently gotten bit by the 
fiber bug, and she is now one of my greatest enablers.
