A maximum 
of 12 images may be submitted- four works plus two 
details per artwork.

AWARDS
$2,000 is available to jurors to present for this MCA 
exhibition. In addition, as the grand prize the juror 
will select an artist who will receive a solo exhibition in 
the MCA Project Room during the 32nd ANNUAL

2011.

FEE
A non-refundable fee of $25 for up to four artworks, 
made payable to the CITY OF MESA, must accompany 
slide(s) or CDs. Payment of this fee does not guarantee 
that any/all artworks submitted for jurying will be 
included in this exhibition.
